  Hello and welcome to Colorado Cup 2017, the 2nd annual Colorado Cup to be held this coming 

summer at the University of Colorado, Boulder and the Air Force Academy, Colorado Springs.   

The cities of Broomfield, Commerce City, Denver and Vail will also host events. 

 

Work is already underway to make the 2017 Cup an even greater success than last year's Cup. 

 Last July, top Bundesliga club 1.FSV Mainz 05 trained in Colorado Springs at the Air Force 

Academy for a week and played two exhibition matches -- a locally televised matchup on 

Comcast Productions against the Colorado Springs Switchbacks, and a friendly match against 

Mexican club Leones Negros, which was featured on the ESPN family of networks. 

 

The Cup came about through the efforts of Justin J. Rose, a Colorado businessman who's JJR 

Consulting GmbH (Corp.) is based in Frankfurt, Germany.  The reasons for holding an 

international tournament in Colorado are multiple -- Colorado's support of professional sports 

teams in the NFL, MLB, the NBA, NHL and MLS indicates that Coloradans LOVE sports and 

are interested in highest-quality competition.  Moreover, the Cup is the opportunity to put further 

into practice Rose's beliefs in the importance of cultural and business exchange between 

economic powerhouses Germany and the United States, youth instruction by esteemed German 

professionals and providing an American environment for top German clubs to train in 

preparation for their upcoming season that begins in August.   Rose' Funding One's FREEDOM, 

a for-profit social enterprise, works to bring businessmen, entrepreneurs and communities 

together to put those beliefs into action.  Working with Mainz was integral to the success of the 

first Colorado Cup.  A club that draws more than half a million fans to 17 home games, Mainz is 

considered Germans' 'second-team' -- a popular club that is well-respected among German fans 

of other individual clubs.  With 875 million Fox subscribers worldwide and a squad that includes 

players from 14 nations, Mainz have much to offer viewers around the world. 

 

Awareness of the first Colorado Cup was spread across many media outlets.  In addition to the 

Mainz-Leones Negros match being available internationally via ESPN Deportes, news of the 

Cup was available before, during and after the competition.  From sites such as allgemeine-

zeitung,de, Sport 1,Bild, kicker.de, the bundesliga.de  official website (available in English) and 

Mainz official club home page in Germany to the Denver Post, newspapers and radio stations in 

Colorado Springs and Vail and online soccer sites such as the Bundesliga Fanatic, These 

Football Times, MLS.com and others, a steady stream of information about the Colorado Cup 

was available on Twitter and Facebook worldwide. Bild, kicker and Sport 1, all of whom ran 

multiple stories on the Colorado Cup, combined for a total of almost 275 million visits 

worldwide last year, while the official Bundesliga site was visited over 6 million times. 

 Meanwhile, the video of the 2016 Bundesliga World Tour, which included Mainz' visit to 

Colorado, was booked by 30 broadcasters authorized to run the Tour video in over 200 countries. 
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With Colorado's healthy sporting tradition and the recognition of its significant role in the 

sporting world as home of the US Olympic Committee's headquarters and the USOC's flagship 

training centers Mainz anticipated training in the beautiful, high altitude environment offered by 

Colorado, and afterwards were very pleased with their week of training in the Centennial State 

and the quality of competition encountered. 

 

The Bundesliga is Germany's top domestic soccer league (similar to the NFL) and is 

internationally considered one of the world’s three best domestic leagues (the Premier League of 

England, Spain's La Liga). With Mainz' reporting their happiness with their 2016 Colorado Cup 

experience after returning to Germany, more Bundesliga clubs are looking forward to being 

involved.  Similarly, parents involved with youth training provided by Mainz' academy coaches 

in Colorado Springs and Vail last summer were very upbeat about the positive, fun experience 

that their children had. 

 

The 2017 Colorado Cup will provide more opportunity.  It will again bring top-drawer soccer 

competition to Colorado, excellent training camp experiences for American youth, a world-class 

environment for German clubs to train and the chance for business leaders in Germany and the 

United States to interface, discover new markets and share best business practices.

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What makes the Bundesliga so Special? 

 

¶ average game attendance in the Bundesliga is 2nd of any professional sports league in the 

world behind the NFL 

 

¶ the Bundesliga is the domestic home of the current World Cup champions, Germany, 

who won World Cup 2014 and were men's soccer finalists this summer at the Rio 2016 

Olympics 

 

¶ the Bundesliga is the highest-scoring league of Europe's Top 5 Leagues (England, Spain, 

Italy, France, Germany) and has been for 25 years, while offering the LOWEST average 

ticket prices of the top 5 Leagues, making the Bundesliga fan-friendly 

 

¶ by investing heavily in soccer academies (mandated by the league for every professional 

club in Germany), there is a steady stream of top, exciting talent in Germany 

 

¶ an array of foreign stars share prominent roles with German players in the Bundesliga -- 

American internationals, led by teenager Christian Pulisic, create American fan interest in 

the league while Americans play in four of Germany's five largest cities while enjoying 

considerable success. Additionally, Mexican stars such as the extremely popular Javier 

'Chicharito' Hernandez have had a profound effect on the German's league's reach into 

Mexico, the United States and Latin America while hugely increasing the number of 

people watching German matches on TV and following German club social media 

 

¶ Bundesliga clubs operate under strict financial guidelines -- and because of recent 

upsurges in foreign and domestic TV revenues, attendance and creating corporate 

sponsorships of individual German clubs, Bundesliga teams operate in the black and are 

the most solvent soccer clubs in the world.  A new foreign licensing contract with 

Twenty-First Century Fox went into effect in August, 2015, bringing German soccer to 

previously underserved markets such as the United States, Mexico, Latin America and 

parts of Europe and Asia. 

 

¶ Bundesliga clubs are committed to building their brands and creating business 

relationships in the American market.  Bayern Munich opened a New York City office in 

July, 2014 and by reaching specifically to American fans, have doubled their social 

media following in the United States while multiplying their American based registered 

fan clubs from 8 to 102 based in 38 states.  Bayern, Schalke, Mainz, Koln and 

Chicharito's Bayer Leverkusen have all spent time a week or more training and playing 

exhibition matches in the United States since the beginning of 2015.
